QA changes of launched website
Front End: 
· Please have the Header’s Search Selector active if someone lands from a Search Engine.  It would be active based on the page of the city they landed on. 
· If they land on a Staten Island Restaurant, it would be active for Staten Island.  Same thing if they land on Brooklyn restaurant, the search selector should be active. 
·  This makes user feel that it is Local to their city and allowing them to search right away. 
· Currently it only activates if the visitor selects the city from the Front Page. 
· Buttons on Restaurant Page:  Add to Menu Drawer and Try Drawer
· If they are not logged in:  Can it be a small message pop up saying “You must be Logged in or Registered  to add this restaurant to your Drawer”
· If they are logged in:  Instead of redirecting them straight to their menu drawer, can you just have a notice saying “(Restaurant Name) has been added to your (Menu or Try Drawer), you can access it anytime from your “My Account” panel on top. 
· Writing Reviews:  Can you not allow same person to Write Review twice for single restaurant?
· After they wrote the review can you put the message “Review Added…  Return to Restaurant” above the review box.  Many people miss that part since it is below the box and start writing the review again.
· Content Pages FAQ, Restaurant owner, Advertise, TOS, Privacy Policy:  For some reason we are only able to write about 5 – 6 paragraphs and the rest does not show up. Our privacy policy is about 10 full pages. 
· COUPON SEARCH
· Need a small Link (Or an Image) on front city page that can display results of all restaurants that have Coupons.  (In our admin panel we can select the “Has Coupon” button to display those results) or it can just be based on restaurants that have coupons uploaded.
· Search Results Page:  Restaurants that have coupons can display a little note or image next to the restaurant name that says “Coupons Inside!”
· Is there any way we can count how many times the Coupon Tab was actually selected?  Also any way to count how many times the Print Button was pressed? (On the restaurant page)







Administration Panel: 
· Under Users - > Latest user activity
· Can you create us a Feed that gives us all site visitor activity?  Allow this to be also searchable by Dates, Users & Ip’s, Activity and by Restaurant. 
· This will allow us to see what’s being used on the website and easily search for users to see all their previous activity and restaurants they have in their favorites or try drawer.
